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purpose of the evaluation policy

The Assessment Policy of Asahi Juku Kindergarten is a policy designed to clarify
the methods by which children are assessed at our school. Teachers use a variety
of age—appropriate methods of assessment to capture and share within the community
the learning and understanding that comes from children’s curiosity, interests,
and inquiry. Having teacher evaluation criteria allows teachers to be consistent
in their teaching methods and evaluation perspectives, providing each individual

with optimal opportunities for growth.
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Specifically, evaluations are conducted for the following purposes:
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* To identify the child and the child s interests.

* To identify what and how children are thinking and learning.

« To identify the knowledge, understanding, and skills acquired by the child

* To enable the child to share what he/she has learned and understood with others.
* To extend the child’ s learning.

« To reflect on the design of teaching and learning.

* To allow parents the opportunity to review their child s development, to support

their child s learning, and to share challenges and joys.
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Definition of Evaluation at Asahi Juku Kindergarten

Evaluation is an indication of how an individual child is achieving, acting, and
expressing the educational program at Asahi Juku Kindergarten, and at what stage
of the educational process he or she is at. We believe that when children receive
appropriate feedback on these matters, they will feel comfortable moving on to the
next stage of their education. Evaluation is done through formative evaluation
using video, photographs, teacher’ s notes of children’ s comments, and other methods
as well. (Formative assessment is a method of evaluation that checks children’ s
understanding and achievement in the process of learning, and seeks to improve the
content of instruction and progress in learning.)These are compiled into an
individual portfolio, shared by the child, parents, and teacher, and finally into
an individual instructional record.

During the evaluation process, we take into consideration Asahi Juku Kindergarten’ s
unique curriculum, the IB philosophy, and in particular the concept of the “10
images” among the “images we want our children to develop by the end of their early
childhood” as advocated by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and

Technology.
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Evaluation Methods and Records

The following methods of evaluation are used to collect and record evidence of the

child’s age and situation.
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“Evaluation Methods and Records”

* Observe the children’ s activities as regularly as possible, and record what they

say. If possible, record video or images
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“Performance Evaluation”

« Children will present their ideas on a given topic, either as an individual or
in a group, orally, through role—play, dance, etc. The performance will be

documented in the form of images, videos, or simple words and drawings by the

children.
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“Process—oriented evaluation”

- Continuous, regular observation of activities, writing down children’ s comments

and activities, and recording them in video and image format
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“Evaluation of Open-Ended Tasks”

« Children will respond to questions related to the unit with verbal, illustration,

and simple writing, and these answers will be recorded
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Evaluation Materials
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Objective

* To collect and record information to capture what children have achieved and the
progress they have made in their learning.

+ To record the growth in learning, thinking skills, creativity, self-evaluation
and reflection, and other positive efforts.

* Record children’ s reflections on their learning with teachers, parents, and peers.

+ The child’s strengths, positive qualities, and further expectations are
identified and recorded so that the child is aware of his/her interests and so
that the teacher can use them as a reference for instructional planning.

« Share what they have learned and understood with others.
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Contents

* Name of child, grade, year, and teacher

+ OQutline of the portfolio (purpose and structure)

» The portfolio is to be kept in chronological order over the year as a record of
learning.

* Include an overview, formative assessment tasks, and summative assessment tasks
for each unit as they relate to the unit

* Include at least one page per year of records from events, etc., as they relate



to the unit. The description should refer to one or more of the following.
*k Learner profile
*Key Concepts
*ATL skills
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Kindergarten Infant Instructional Records; Records Related to Instruction.
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Objective

* To record the progress of each child at the time of graduation and share this
information with the elementary school, to connect the child’s learning to the
elementary school.

+ To share with the parents/guardians how the children have grown through various
studies in response to their individual goals for the year.

+ Organize the scope of learning and evaluation criteria in light of the children’s

appearance, and record them for the teachers to review the curriculum.
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Contents

+ The following information is included in the Kindergarten Infant Guidance Record
(record of school registration): child’ s name, date of birth, gender, school
year, grade level, school registration number, parent’s name, current address,
date of enrollment and graduation, school destination, kindergarten name,

principal’ s name, and the name of the teacher.



+ Kindergarten Child Guidance Record (record of guidance): child’ s name, date of
birth, school year, grade level, and student ID number.
* Outline of the unit of inquiry (UOI), perspectives on the child in the UOI, and

activities that were accomplished.

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At the end of each semester and year, an overview of the unit and evidence of each

child’ s learning and growth will be created as a portfolio and shared with parents.

Daily updates on daily life and growth are delivered to parents daily.

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Meetings between teachers and parents are held about three times a year to

communicate individual children’s learning and growth.
